I. Compared to Non Jews

1. Deut. 10

12 And now, Israel, what does the LORD your
God ask of you but to fear the LORD your
God, to walk in obedience to him, to love him,
to serve the LORD your God with all your heart
and with all your soul, 13 and to observe the
LORD’s commands and decrees that I am giving
you today for your own good? 14 To the LORD
your God belong the heavens, even the highest
heavens, the earth and everything in it. 15 Yet
the LORD set his affection on your ancestors
and loved them, and he chose you, their
descendants, above all the nations—as it is
today. 16 Circumcise your hearts, therefore, and
do not be stiff-necked any longer.
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2. Deut. 14

You are the children of the LORD your God.
Do not cut yourselves or shave the front of your
heads for the dead, 2 for you are a people holy to
the LORD your God. Out of all the peoples on
the face of the earth, the LORD has chosen you
to be his treasured possession.

3 Do not eat any detestable thing
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3. Leviticus 18

24 Do not defile yourselves in any of these
ways, because this is how the nations that I am
going to drive out before you became defiled. 25
Even the land was defiled; so I punished it for its
sin, and the land vomited out its inhabitants. 26
But you must keep my decrees and my laws. The
native-born and the foreigners residing among
you must not do any of these detestable things,
27 for all these things were done by the people

who lived in the land before you, and the land
became defiled. 28 And if you defile the land, it
will vomit you out as it vomited out the nations
that were before you.

1 Hear this word, people of Israel, the word the
LORD has spoken against you—against the
whole family I brought up out of Egypt: 2 "You
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only have I chosen of all the families of the
earth; therefore I will punish you for all your
sins."

5. Deut. 7

1 When the LORD your God brings you into
the land you are entering to possess and drives
out before you many nations—the Hittites,
Girgashites, Amorites, Canaanites, Perizzites,
Hivites and Jebusites, seven nations larger and
stronger than you— 2 and when the LORD your
God has delivered them over to you and you
have defeated them, then you must destroy them
totally.[a] Make no treaty with them, and show
them no mercy. 3 Do not intermarry with them.
Do not give your daughters to their sons or take
their daughters for your sons, 4 for they will turn
your children away from following me to serve
other gods, and the LORD’s anger will burn
against you and will quickly destroy you. 5 This
is what you are to do to them: Break down their
altars, smash their sacred stones, cut down their
Asherah poles[b] and burn their idols in the fire.
6 For you are a people holy to the LORD your
God. The LORD your God has chosen you out
of all the peoples on the face of the earth to be
his people, his treasured possession.

7 The LORD did not set his affection on you
and choose you because you were more
numerous than other peoples, for you were the
tewest of all peoples. 8 But it was because the
LORD loved you and kept the oath he swore to
your ancestors that he brought you out with a
mighty hand and redeemed you from the land of
slavery, from the power of Pharaoh king of
Egypt. 9 Know therefore that the LORD your
God is God; he is the faithful God, keeping his
covenant of love to a thousand generations of
those who love him and keep his
commandments. 10 But those who hate him he
will repay to their face by destruction; he will not
be slow to repay to their face those who hate
him. 11 Therefore, take care to follow the
commands, decrees and laws I give you today. 12
If you pay attention to these laws and are careful

to follow them, then the LORD your God will
keep his covenant of love with you, as he swore
to your ancestors.

6. Deut. 18

9 When you enter the land the LORD your God
is giving you, do not learn to imitate the
detestable ways of the nations there. 10 Let no
one be found among you who sacrifices their
son or daughter in the fire, who practices
divination or sorcery, interprets omens, engages
in witchcraft, 11 or casts spells, or who is a
medium or spiritist or who consults the dead. 12
Anyone who does these things is detestable to
the LORD; because of these same detestable
practices the LORD your God will drive out
those nations before you. 13 You must be
blameless before the LORD your God.

The Prophet 14 The nations you will dispossess
listen to those who practice sorcery or
divination. But as for you, the LORD your God
has not permitted you to do so.

7a. Deut. 17

14 When you enter the land the LORD your
God is giving you and have taken possession of
it and settled in it, and you say, "Let us set a king
over us like all the nations around us," 15 be sure
to appoint over you a king the LORD your God
chooses. He must be from among your fellow
Israelites. Do not place a foreigner over you, one
who is not an Israelite.

7b. 1 Sam 8

19 But the people refused to listen to Samuel.
"No!" they said. "We want a king over us. 20
Then we will be like all the other nations, with a
king to lead us and to go out before us and fight
our battles."
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8. Deut. 9

4 After the LORD your God has driven them
out before you, do not say to yourself, "The
LORD has brought me here to take possession
of this land because of my righteousness." No, it
is on account of the wickedness of these nations
that the LORD is going to drive them out before
you. 5 It is not because of your righteousness or
your integrity that you are going in to take
possession of their land; but on account of the
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wickedness of these nations, the LORD your
God will drive them out before you, to
accomplish what he swore to your fathers, to
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. 6 Understand, then,
that it is not because of your righteousness that
the LORD your God is giving you this good
land to possess, for you are a stiff-necked
people.

9a. Deut. 12

29 The LORD your God will cut off before you
the nations you are about to invade and
dispossess. But when you have driven them out
and settled in their land, 30 and after they have
been destroyed before you, be careful not to be
ensnared by inquiring about their gods, saying,
"How do these nations serve their gods? We will
do the same." 31 You must not worship the
LORD your God in their way, because in
worshiping their gods, they do all kinds of
detestable things the LORD hates. They even
burn their sons and daughters in the fire as
sacrifices to their gods.

9. Judges 3

These are the nations the LORD left to test all
those Israelites who had not experienced any of
the wars in Canaan 2 (he did this only to teach
warfare to the descendants of the Israelites who
had not had previous battle experience)
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
